How to build PHP and Extensions
Pre-requisites
1. Codewarrior compiler

2. Flex and Bison tools
3. LibC header files
4. MPK tools

5. Winsock headers

6. LDAP headers if LDAP extension has to be built

7. XML-EXPAT headers if XML extension has to be built

Steps build PHP
1. CD to NetWare folder of the source directory.
2. Edit netware\php-nw.bat file to set the correct paths for your CodeWarrior compiler and the Flex and Bison Tools.

3. Edit netware\common.mif file to set the correct paths to the various Pre-requisites (given above).
4. Run the batch file php-nw.
5. Set the build type as below:

Setbuild r 1
--
for Release build for Apache 1.3

Setbuild r 2
--
for Release build for Apache 2.0

Setbuild d 1
--
for Debug build for Apache 1.3

Setbuild d 2
--
for Debug build for Apache 2.0

6. build tsrm [clean]
--
Builds tsrm.lib
7. build zend [clean] 
--
Builds zend.lib
8. buildlib [clean] 
--
Builds phplib.nlm
(tsrm.lib and zend.lib are linked into phplib.nlm. So they need to be built first)
9. buildsapi apache [clean] 
--
Builds mod_php.nlm for Apache 1.3
buildsapi apache2filter [clean] 
--
Builds mod_php.nlm for Apache 2.0

Steps build PHP Extensions
1. Keep the source files under ext\<extension_directory> directory
2. If it is a new extension, then a makefile will have to be created. Refer to the makefile in ldap or mysql extension directory for details.

3. Run buildext <extension_directory> [clean]
For example:
Buildext ldap [clean]

Buildext mysql [clean]

Note that ldap, mysql etc. are directories under ext directory.
Location of these NLMs:
1. phplib.nlm is created in the “release” or “debug” directory of the root of the project.

2. mod_php.nlm is created in sapi\apache\release or sapi\apache\debug or sapi\apache2filter\release or sapi\apache2filter\debug directory depending on what has been built.

3. Extension nlms are created in ext\<extension_directory>\release or ext\<extension_directory>\debug directory.

Copy the following files onto your server:
1. phplib.nlm to sys:\php directory

2. mod_php.nlm to sys:\apache(2)\modules directory

3. Extension nlms to sys:\php\ext directory
